A Date for your Dairy 10 th – 12th June 2011 
Wigan District Camp Bibby’s Farm 
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Criminal Records Bureau (CRB) 
Vetting and Barring Scheme 
(VBS) 
 
Scout HQ has produced 4 new forms to replace the old 
CRB, AA and OH forms.  Applicants will no longer have to 
fill in a separate application form and a CRB form.  The 
forms are; 
 
1.  Adult Application (AA)  - for new volunteers to apply 
for their role in scouting and their CRB check. 
2.  Occasional Helper (OH)  – for those who require a 
CRB check but are not taking on a formal role or 
appointment.  
3.  Repeat CRB Check form (RCRB)  - used by existing 
volunteers to apply for a repeat CRB check (every 5 
years). 
4.  Change of Role form (CR) – for existing volunteers to 
change their role or to apply for an additional role. 
 
It had been intended that from 26th July, registration with 
the Vetting and Barring Scheme (VBS) would be required 
by Members of the Scout Association and this was to have 
been done at CRB application or renewal time.  However, 
the Government has now halted implementation of the 
scheme.
